Deanery Synod Plus - Mead Vale Celebrations ï Prayer and Praise  
 

Deanery Synod Plus ï On Tuesday 14 October at Churchill Academy,  
Bishop Peter Hancock met with many people from the Locking Deanery. The  
evening began with worship, which spoke of stirring the embers of fire - a theme 
Bishop Peter used last Pentecost. I gave a presentation about the make up of the 
Deanery, about how it is changing and about our newly agreed Deanery Mission 
Action Plan. Three people spoke of ways in which God is at work - in schools and 
colleges, in church life, and in the new housing areas. The Bishop had asked us to 
tell him what we thought he should be doing. It fell to me to tell him on behalf of the 
Deanery! I told him that we needed his help to enable us to focus on our three  
strategic priorities - more lay ministry, establishing a Christian presence in the new 
housing areas and improving communication across the Deanery. 
 

This was also an opportunity to hear more from Bishop Peter. He spoke around 
some key words: relational, inspirational, pastoral. He showed that he is a Bishop 
who wants to listen to the people of the Diocese as well as give good leadership 
and bring unity.

celebration service on Sunday 16 November at 10.30am. Bishop Peter Maurice, 
who will be retiring in April 2015, will be preaching. Bishop Peter has been a good 
friend to the churches in this Parish and we are thankful for his support. There are 
still services in the other churches, but we very much want to encourage people 
who would wish to attend to do so, as many people have supported the church 
during its growth. We pray for Revd Emma and the congregation of Mead Vale 
Church as they give thanks to God through celebration.
